Concept:
• Weekly themed events celebrating popular fandoms.
• Highlights both physical and Hoopla Digital 

collections.

Impact:
• Builds community around shared interests.
• Improves circulation and access to digital titles.



Fandom Friday

• This is an ongoing promotion that was created to help bridge the gap 
between physical and digital titles. 
⚬ A new FF is released every other week. 

• There is a focus on new, popular, or upcoming titles across all genres and 
age groups. 
⚬ Emphasize on titles that have a new movie/tv show/etc. 

• The biggest challengeis finding titles that are available at the majority of the 
branches and in Hoopla. 

• Promotional materials include flyers, quarter handouts, bookmarks, and 
shelf-talkers. 









Read, Return, Repeat!

• The idea for this project came from a need to lower the holds list on Flex 
titles. 

• The emphasis of the campaign is not only returning a title but helping a 
fellow patron. 

• Many patrons were unaware that they could return a title early and 
needed education and instruction to help accomplish our goal.

• This project was promoted through printed promotional materials (flyers, 
bookmarks, and quarter handouts), our patron monthly newsletter and 
social media posts.

Monthly Take Home Activity

Concept:
• Create monthly interactive take-home activities built 

around animated versions of eBooks on Hoopla for 
families to use.

Impact: 
• Promotes active listening, retells a story in a new 

way, visual and auditory comprehension practice.
• An opportunity for caregiver engagement - talk 

about what the kiddos are seeing or hearing and 
work with them on the activity sheet



Monthly Take Home Activity 

• Incorporating digital resources and materials into our 
physical space using Hoopla's animated movie 
versions of children's eBooks.

• What are they?
• How can I find them on Hoopla?



Monthly Take Home Activity 

• Introduce this resource to patrons via an 
interactive take home activity.

• What’s in the kit?
• The title of and QR code to the movie for 

that month’s theme
• An activity sheet related to the movie
• Instructions for interactive watching of the 

movie at home
• Let’s look at an example kit with a dinosaur 

theme!

Classroom on the Culture

Concept:
• Educational initiative offering quick, engaging lessons about 

cultural traditions, art, music, and customs.
• Flexible for year-round celebrations (Black History Month, Hispanic 

Heritage Month, Asian Pacific American Heritage Month, etc.).

Featured Theme for Black History Month:
Crowns & Choirs: A Celebration of Style and Song
• Focus on gospel music as a cultural cornerstone.
• Activities: Displays of iconic church hats (“crowns”), live or 

recorded gospel performances, and family discussions.

Impact:
• Deepens cultural appreciation through music.
• Encourages families to explore Hoopla’s music offerings as part 

of the program.



Why Houston?

• According to WalletHub’s 2025 rankings, Houston is now 
recognized as the second most diverse major U.S. City.

• Brings another level of cultural visibility to library 
programming and invites audiences in library spaces that 
may not normally patronize the library.

Impact:
• Encourages mystery fans to explore Hoopla’s TV
